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periods. If the loan funds are not applied within the specified period, the student will be withdrawn
from the rolls of MCW.

Withdrawal decisions may be appealed by contacting the Associate Dean, Academic Affairs within
5 business days of the date of notice of the intent to withdraw.

All students receiving loan assistance must participate in an exit interview as a condition of
graduation.

If a student resigns or is dismissed, tuition will be refunded based upon the amount of tuition due
less the percentage of days enrolled up to 60%. With the exception of health, dental and
life/disability insurance, all fees are non-refundable. After the 60% time, no refund will be issued.

If a refund is due to a student who received financial aid during the current payment period, the
amount of the refund will normally be used to reimburse the financial aid program(s) first. Refunds
will be made to Financial Aid Programs according to Federal Regulations. Any remaining funds
will be refunded to the student.
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
